If you want to upload documents, please note the following:

• You can only upload pdf files.

• Each file can be a maximum of 10 MB in size.

• A firewall may be preventing the uploading of your documents. If 
so, you will receive the error message “Bad Request”. Disable your 
firewall or try to upload the files from a different computer.

• Documents you have uploaded cannot be deleted. Do you want to 
update certain documents? Then simply upload a newer version. 
We will then take the newest version into consideration when 
processing your application documents.
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UPLOAD DOCUMENTS

Some documents will have to be submitted by post.
The following applies for the documents: An upload is only sufficient for documents that do not require official certification.
Please make sure to inform yourself at your chosen universities about how you have to submit your documents to us.
In general, the following applies:
•Submit your application form electronically via our online portal My assist.
•Send your educational certificates (including the overview of subjects and grades) and language certificates as officially 
certified copies in the original language and, if necessary, also in certified translation (into either English or German) by post.
•Other documents (for example, internship certificates, a CV, letters of motivation, letters of recommendation, passport copies, 
etc.) can be uploaded to your My assist account.

Please note that it is currently possible to hand in applications only electronically (upload all documents on the uni-assist portal). In 

case a study place is offered, all the international credentials have to be submitted as certified copies directly at our university.

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WHAT DOCUMENTS MUST BE SUBMITTED TO UNI-ASSIST?

• Your signed application form on the uni-assist online portal

• Your secondary school leaving diploma / Bachelor diploma as a certified copy: Submit all copies of your 

certificates in their original language, accompanied by a certified translation in German or English!

• University transcripts as a certified copy (if applicable!)

• Your personal CV

• German language certificates as a certified copy (need to be submitted by August 31, 2022 directly at our 

university!)

• Copy of your passport (to confirm the name and date of birth)

Please do not send original documents, but rather a certified copy. 

Exception: The APS Certificate (for Chinese, Mongolian, and Vietnamese applicants) must be submitted in 

the original. Application materials cannot be sent back to you. 

CENTER FOR INTERNATIONAL STUDENTS

Please note that currently, it is possible to hand in applications only electronically. In case Hochschule Osnabrück can 
offer a study place, all the international credentials have to be submitted as certified copies. This will give applicants a 
little bit more time to have diplomas certified.
